“The 2008 tournament had volunteers hailing from states 
including Arizona, California, Hawaii, Idaho, Kansas, New Mexico, Oregon, South Dakota, Texas, Utah and 
Washington, as well as right here in Nevada. And it’s those Nevada locals we rely on the most, as they’re 
an invaluable source of information on the area and the tournament for visitors.”

RED Development’s The Legends at Sparks Marina, Eldorado Hotel Casino, EMPLOYERS, Montrêux Development Group, NV
