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ROLLINS EARNS THIRD PGA TOUR VICTORY DURING
11™ ANNUAL LEGENDS RENO-TAHOE OPEN

Rollins holds onto lead through final round, wins at 17-under

RENO, Nev. (Aug. 9, 2009) — John Rollins earned his third PGA TOUR victory today during the final round of the 11t
annual Legends at Sparks Marina Reno-Tahoe Open. At 17-under, Rollins came in at an even par 72 in round four
for a final score of 271, three strokes ahead of second place finishers Jeff Quinney and Martin Laird. The victory was
witnessed by a crowd of thousands including last year's champion Parker McLachlin, who finished T-34 alongside
2007 winner Steve Flesch and the tournament’s two foreign exemptions Charl Schwartzel and Francesco Molinari,
among others. Rollins is now fully exempt for the remainder of the 2009 and all of the 2010-2011 seasons and earns
250 FedExCup points, moving him up to 20™ in the standings, along with a position to play in the 2010 SBS
Championship and 2010 PLAYERS Championship.

Rollins’ final round made for an interesting day with a double bogey on the front nine on hole No. 4 and three bogeys
on the back on holes 12, 13 and 15. Eagles on two, nine and 17 helped keep him on top while a double eagle on the
par-5 11% hole further worked to his advantage. The Legends Reno-Tahoe Open marks the first time in six attempts
that Rollins has moved onto win after a third round lead. He takes home $540,000 along with a tie for the Montréux
18-hole course record of 62.

“Congratulations to John and all of the other great golfers who helped make this tournament a success for the 11t
consecutive year,” said Michael Stearns, Legends Reno-Tahoe Open tournament director. “I'd also like to thank the
PGA TOUR and The Legends at Sparks Marina as well as all the members of Montréux for being such gracious
hosts again this year.”
